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WHAT'S COOKIN" THIS SUMMER AT SHSA?

Once again, our six week summer
session features the opportunity to
begin or continue private music
study in voice, music theory, and a
variety of instruments. Adult visual
artists can join award-winning
painter Mary Newton for
Wednesday morning painting, cof-
fee, and conversation, while our
youngest dancers can take creative
movement/pre-ballet with our be-
loved dance teacher Cindy Heath.
In addition, we offer an array of
half-day camps. Here’s a brief run-
down:

Arts Sampler Camps, one week
theme-based camps where chil-
dren ages 3-4 and 5-7 experience
music, creative movement, and
visual art in a loving, small group
setting. Camps meet from 9 a.m.
to noon. The tuition for each is
$130.

June 7-11 Pirates and
Princesses: Folk & Fairy Tales

June 14-18 Passport
Adventures Around the World

June 21-25 Ooey Gooey Bugs
and Butterflies

June 28-July 2 On the Farm —

Visual Art Camp: Adventures in
Art, one week camp for children
in Grades K-4. July 12-17, 9 a.m.
to noon. Tuition is $140.

Drama Camp, two week camps
for students in rising grades 2-9
who study acting, singing, and

dancing. Students will also take
workshops in  stagecraft/technical
theatre, costuming/makeup and play
writing. Camps culminate in two
performances of a musical. Tuition
for each session is $280.

Session One: June 14-25 9a.m. to
12:30 p.m.

Session Two: June 28-July 9 (No
class July 5) 9a.m.to 1 p.m.

Drama Change-Exchange Camp,
two week multi-cultural camp for
rising 7-9 graders co-sponsored by
SHSA and Nativity Academy of St.
Boniface. Campers work together to
identify an area of positive social
change they want to address
through scripted works, new works,
and improvisation. The first week of
camp (July 12-16) is held at SHSA,
and the second week (July 19-23) is
held at Nativity Academy. The camp
meets from 1:30 to 4:30 p.m. and
the tuition is $50.

Intro to Fashion Design Camp,
one-week camp for students ages 10
and up. Campers will present their
own informal fashion show at the
end of the camp. Tuition is $160,
and the camp meets from 1-4 p.m.
from June 21-25.

Music Camp: Making Music To-
gether, one week camp for students
ages 6-12 to explore singing to-
gether as a choir and playing hand
bells, piano and rhythm/Orff instru-
ments. The camp culminates in a
concert and runs from June 14-18
from 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. Tuition is
$160.

Ballet Dance Camp, a three-
week intensive camp for inter-
mediate and advanced dancers
(Ballet Levels V-VII, ages 10 and
up) who study ballet, pointe, and
modern dance. An informal per-
formance takes place on the fi-
nal day. The camp runs from
June 14—IJuly 2 (M-F) from 4:30
to 9 p.m.. The tuition is $550.
(Students who can only attend
one and/or two weeks of camp
pay a fee of $200 per week.)
